Government guidance states for schools states: 
“The safety of children and staff is our utmost priority.”

“The advice seeks to support staff working in schools, colleges and childcare settings, to deliver this approach in the safest way possible, focussing on measures they can put in place to help limit the risk of the virus spreading within education and childcare settings.”

“In education, childcare and social care settings, preventing the spread of the coronavirus involves dealing with direct transmissions (for instance, when in close contact with those sneezing and coughing) and indirect transmission (via touching contaminated surfaces.) A range of approaches and actions should be employed to do this.”

Government guidance for parents concerning re-opening of schools states: 

“We have provided guidance and support to schools, colleges and child care settings on implementing protective measures in education and childcare settings to help them reduce the risk of transmission as more children and young people return.”  
“Whilst such changes are likely to look different in each setting, as they will depend upon individual circumstances, they are all designed to minimise risks to children, staff and their families. 

Schools and colleges continue to be best placed to make decisions about how to support and educate their pupils during this period. This will include:

	1. Reduce the number of children in the classroom to enable social distancing (no more than 15) school will limit to 10 initially 
2. Remove excess furniture to increase space if space to do so–  library / nurture room 
3. Children keep to their desks when in the room 

4. Social distancing charter created for and with the children – 
(Include instructions how to line up, use of toilet, moving around the classroom etc) 

5. Charter re-visited and modelled many times a day and linked to school behaviour system – lots of praise for adherence and sanctions for non-compliance
6. Children isolated if cannot adhere to charter and spoken to re the need for social distancing – parents will be contacted and if issues reoccur, they will be asked to remain at home
7. Lessons planned for individual work (not pairings or group work) 

8. Feedback – using large whiteboard and visualizer and interactive whiteboard not close interaction 

9. Area for the teacher – 2m distancing at front of room 
10. Children to use same desk if returning next day
11. Teacher and TA are assigned to these children and stay with these children throughout the day (and on sub-sequent days)
12. Children stay in the classroom for majority of the day and not mix with other groups

13. Bags, coats and lunchboxes kept on the back of chairs and to the side of the children’s table

6. Extra soap  and paper towels ordered to ensure we do not run out

4. Staff supervision throughout – actively encouraging and insisting on social distancing 

5. Children practice talking 2 meters apart – modelled by staff

6. When moving group around the school – keeping safe distance between each child. Adult at front and back of group

7. Markers outside each classroom for when children are lining up – regular practice of this in the first few days showing where each child should stand

	1. Children will be given their own stationary packs that will not be shared and will remain on their tables. At the end of their two days, they will be stored in a box ready for the next week 
2. Tubs of resources for individuals if needed – maths cubes, counters, dice etc. 

3. Resources cleaned regularly throughout the day with disinfectant wipes and then spray at the end of the day. All resources will be deep cleaned every Wednesday before the next group 
4. Tables, door handles and other surfaces cleaned regularly with wipes throughout the day and cleaned thoroughly by cleaners at the end of the day
5. Lessons planned so resources are individual and not shared – or on white board 

6. Resources on tables ready for lesson and not distributed within the lesson 

7. Plastic packets used for individual resources
8. Children encouraged to wash hands / use hand gel before lessons and after each lesson (hand sanitiser station set up in each classroom

5. High level of PSHE curriculum to be delivered to support children’s well-being – slowly increasing the cognitive load as appropriate (not in the first two weeks)

	1. Inclusion in risk assessment process – input into hazard identification and control measures.

2. Meetings with HT and all staff to discuss procedures, give them an opportunity to ask questions and bring their own suggestions – including all staff in the process. 

3. Sharing of support helplines for all staff to access if required. 

4. HT/DHT on site everyday for staff to share concerns with. 

5. Risk assessments reviewed after day one, week one and fortnightly after that (flexible).

6. Separate risk assessment for the office area 

7. Phased return means staff can gradually build up their contact time (2 days a week initially). Their time will be .5 in school and .5 working from home.

8. PPE masks / face coverings / visors offered to staff working with children who may need to have physical contact (e.g. toileting accidents and First aid administration) 
9. Regular updates to staff and clear lines of communication at all times

10. Clear systems and procedures explained to staff and given to them for reassurance and reference

11. Children split in to very small bubble groups (between 4-8 in the first instance) with at least 2 members of staff for each group

12. All staff and children to have their temperature taken each day – this will help to reassure staff
13. All staff who are seriously clinically vulnerable to remain at home

14. All staff who are clinically vulnerable will be given an alternative role that ensures social distancing and does not include work with children

4. Children handwash or hand gel on entry to school, before break, after break, before lunch, after lunch, leaving school, using the toilet and any time they cough or sneeze

5. Washing hands posters replaced in all washing areas 

6. Reminders how to wash hands properly – videos and posters 

7. Procedure agreed for children to wash hands so thorough hand washing

8. Large supply of tissues placed within each bubble

9. Lidded bins to be placed in all working areas

2. Some resources will be rotated and left to de-contaminate for 3 or 4 days after cleaning to reduce the risk of indirect transmission 
3. Soft furnishings and soft / cloth toys will be removed from use in classrooms

4. Deep cleaning of Year 6 classrooms every Wednesday before he next group arrive
5. Cleaners to return to work before the school re-opens

3. Those living with those that are clinically vulnerable can attend school and work with children or adults adhering to this and other re-opening risk assessments.
